Application for Recreational Fire


Subject to Regulation 1.11, § 2.1.2


Louisville Metro Air Pollution Control District








Requirements for Recreational Fires:


A recreational fire shall not be more than 5 feet wide by 5 feet long by 5 feet high in dimensions, and shall not burn for longer than 3 hours, unless permission is granted by Air Pollution Control District. Recreational fires in a commercially manufactured or permanently built fire pit may be exempt from requiring a permit. Contact APCD for further information.


Only clean, dry, non-treated wood may be burned. No accelerants, such as gasoline, oil, paint thinners, old tires, etc., may be used to start the fire. Disposing of yard debris, building or construction debris, or household trash is prohibited.


Notify fire department no less than 2 hours prior to a fire event to verify intention to burn.


A competent person shall attend and monitor fires constantly, and fire is to be extinguished at the end of the event.


Appropriate equipment and water supply must be readily available for use.


If it is an “Air Quality Alert” (Ozone Action) day or the winds exceed 15 mph, the fire event shall not take place. 


Call 574-3319 to verify Air Quality status prior to burning.
